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�  hen Eve stood 
brokenhearted 
by Abel’s fresh 

grave, her mind undoubt-
edly formed the question asked 
every day since:  “Will I see him 
again?  Is there life after death?” 

  Who of us have-
n’t joined her in 
this thought?  We 
think of it when we 
stand in a cemetery, 
when we attend a 
funeral, when we 
read an obituary.  
Sometimes we ask.  
Always we wonder.   

  A nineteen-year-
old newsboy in 
Shawnee, Okla-
homa, was found dead, a rifle by 
his side.  His final note read, 
“They say curiosity killed the cat.  
Well – I’m a cat and I am very cu-
rious.  So I’m going to investigate 
it in person.” 

  He did.  But he never came 
back to tell us what he found.  
How can we find out?  How can 
we be sure?  How can we know 
there is more to life than can be 
squeezed between two dates on a 
tombstone? 

in his region a man named Lazarus 
who claimed he had been raised 
from death by Jesus of Galilee;  and 
Jesus, though crucified by Rome, 
had also come back from the grave.  
Alarmed that someone should rob 
him of such a weapon as the fear of 
death, the emperor had Lazarus 
brought before him.  He blustered 
and threatened, but the old man joy-
fully replied, “You cannot hold me 
in fear, Caligula — death is dead! 

  Of course, Jesus offered the ulti-
mate proof by His own bodily res-
urrection.  And we know this based 
on the unshakable eyewitness testi-
mony of many.  Humanly speaking, 
they had nothing to gain and lost 
much for their message.  In fact, 
most of them were tortured to death 
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  Many have guessed.  The world-
renowned scientist Dr Werner von 
Braun said, “Everything science has 
taught me strengthens my belief in 
the continuity of our spiritual exis-
tence after death.  Nothing disap-
pears without a trace.” 

     That’s good – 
but it’s still a guess.  
Where is the con-
crete, final, authori-
tative answer to 
Job’s question, “If a 
man dies, will he 
live again?” 
     Perhaps two 
thousand years after 
Job asked, God’s 
own Son stood up 
to answer.  He said, 

“I am the Resurrection and the Life.  
He who believes in Me will live, 
even though he dies” (John 11.25).  
Then He walked out to a cemetery 
and proved it by calling four-days-
dead Lazarus back to life among the 
living.   

  Eugene O’Neil wrote a play enti-
tled Lazarus Laughed in which the 
Roman emperor Caligula ruled from 
an “iron fist” stance.  “They do not 
have to love me,” he thought, “as 
long as they fear me.”  But there was 
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
